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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,  
 
A vase shatters, brushed by a careless elbow; a toy breaks, handled roughly by young fingers; fabric rips, 
pulled by strong and angry hands; and spills and rips take time to clean up, effort to repair, and money to       
replace But far more costly are shattered relationships. Unfaithfulness, untruths, hateful words, and forsaken 
vows tear delicate personal bonds and inflict wounds not easily healed. Most tragic, however, is a broken     

relationship with God. God loves perfectly and completely. And His love is a love of action -- giving, guiding, and guarding. 
He is altogether faithful, true to His promises to His chosen people. But the Israelites’ lack of faith consistently spurned their 
loving God, breaking the covenant, following other gods, and living for themselves.  Their relationship with Him was       
shattered but the breach was not irreparable and all hope was not lost. God can heal, mend, and reweave the fabric. 
 
Forgiveness is available through grace for everyone who commits sin. The message of prophet Malachi from which our first 
reading comes reminded the Jews, God’s chosen nation, of the willful disobedience – both the priests and the people at large. 
The prophet rebuked the people and the priests for neglecting the worship of God and for failing to live according to His will. 
The priests were corrupt, and it was becoming difficult to lead the people because they had become stumbling blocks of   
guiding the people in the ways of the law. The men were also divorcing their wives and marrying pagan women.  
 
Brothers and sisters, if our relationship with God is unimportant, we need to take stock of ourselves by setting aside our sinful 
habits and putting the Lord first, by giving Him the best of ourselves. The first reading today is very relevant as sometimes we 
have drifted away from keeping our baptismal promises. We are supposed to love one another and be a source of inspiration 
to our neighbors, but most importantly we must know always that God loves and forgives us unconditionally. Let us try to 
follow our Lord’s example as portrayed in the Gospels since Jesus always led by way of example in everything that He told 
His disciples to do. Whatever Jesus expected them to do, He always showed them how to do it first. In today’s world, many 
leaders expect their subordinates to perform tasks which they themselves are incapable of doing. This destroys their credibil-
ity and causes them to lose the respect of their followers.  
 
No one can define with words  the Lord Jesus’ exceptional leadership style; but there are countless leadership lessons we can 
learn from Him, regardless of our religious affiliation.  Any reasonable person understands that more books have been written, 
songs sung, pictures painted, and thoughts discussed about Jesus than anyone else in human history.  Jesus demonstrated so 
perfectly the attributes and skills of a perfect leader. These same skills and qualities are important for us all if we wish to   
succeed as leaders, parents, teachers, etc. of this world in any lasting way. Brothers and sisters in Christ, time and again Christ 
exemplified an attitude of service toward all within His reach. What is the use of our carrying the largest Bible to the church, 
if we do not bear the Word of God in our hearts, and obey it in our lives?

For me, meeting and praying with 
residents is strengthening and nourish-
ing.  The deep faith of some, in the 
difficult circumstances of their lives, 
is to be deeply pondered.  At one of 
my recent prayer services, the theme 
was “What is your foundation?” 
Everyone said that ultimately their 
foundation was God (or Jesus), but 
one said, “These Thursday meetings 
are my foundation.  I look forward to 
them.  I can talk about these things 
[his desire to move on in his life and 
the frustrations in trying to do 
this].”  It is times like this that you 
can see God working in our lives.
