Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
It doesn’t surprise you now days that sin runs rampant in our society these days-daily headlines and overflowing 
prisons bear dramatic witnesses to the fact. With child abuse, pornography, serial killings, terrorism, anarchy, and 

ruthless editorships, the world seems to be filled to overflowing with violence, hatred, and corruption. Reading and hearing 
about these tragedies-and perhaps even experiencing them-we begin to understand the necessity of God’s judgement. But 
God, who sent His Son in his perfect wisdom and love, is merciful, forgiving, and compassionate, wants everyone to listen to 
His voice and to follow Him. 
 

Today’s Gospel story shows us the true nature of God mercy through his Son, Jesus. The story of the nameless Samaritan 
woman at the Well, recorded only in the Gospel of John, is a revealing one, full of many truths and powerful lessons for       
us today and beyond. This story follows on the heels of the account of Jesus’ interaction with Nicodemus, a Pharisee and 
prominent member of the Jewish Sanhedrin (John 3:1-21). In (John 4:4-42) we read about Jesus’ conversation with a lone 
Samaritan woman who had come to get water from a Well (known as Jacob’s Well) located about a half mile from the city   
of Sychar in Samaria. This was an extraordinary woman who was a Samaritan, a race of people that the Jews utterly despised 
as having no claim on their God and was an outcast and looked down upon by her own people. This is reflected by the fact 
that she came alone to draw water from the community’s well.  During biblical times, drawing water and chatting at the Well 
was the social highpoint of a woman’s day. However, this woman who was unmarried was ostracized and marked as immoral. 
God values us enough to actively seek us, to welcome us to intimacy, and to rejoice in our worship. As a result of Jesus’    
conversation, only a person like the Samaritan woman, an outcast from her own people, could understand what this means.   
To be wanted, to be cared for when no one, not even herself, could see anything of value in her—this is grace indeed.  
 

Let us follow Christ who is our shepherd regardless of our limitations. The Samaritan woman story is in contrast to our first 
reading. The first reading shows that when we complain, we forget God’s past provisions. We forget all the many times God 
has come through for us in the past. That was certainly the case for the Israelites. In less than six months, they had witnessed 
God bring the ten plagues against Egypt and then part the Red Sea to deliver them from bondage, closing it back to destroy 
the Egyptian Army. God led them by a cloud at day and a pillar of fire at night. Just like in the chapter before, the bible      
records God purifying water source for them. (Exodus 15:25). Shortly after, as their food supplies ran out, he provided meat. 
(Exodus :16:13) and bread (Exodus 16:15) from heaven. But like us, when the Israelites complained, they focused on what 
they didn’t have instead of remembering what they have. Like the Israelites of old, we are quick to complain and grumble and 
quarrel, and our fight really is with God, doubting his provisions, forgetting what he has done for us in the past. But God is 
present and at work if we will only trust him.  
 

May God’s help renew our faith and lead us to the discovery of faith like the Samaritan woman during this Lent. God bless 
you.

First Reading:     1 Samuel 16:1,

It is about 1000 C.C., 250 years after 
Moses brought God’s people from 
slavery in Egypt to the Promised 
Land.  It took a long time for these 
people from different tribes to unify 
as a nation.  The turning point came 
when David became their king.  The 
story of how he was chosen is told    
in today’s reading.  Samuel was a 
venerable old prophet.  Jesse was a 
resident of Bethlehem and had eight 
sons, the youngest of whom was  Da-
vid. 
 

Second Reading:  Ephesians  5:8-14 
 

The ancient city of Ephesus was lo-
gated on the western coast of what is 
today Turkey.  The Christians there 
existed in a society dominated by pa-
gan values, which today’s readings 
equates with darkness.

My name is: Maria Ana 
 

Maria Ana is 16 years old. Serious 
and kind, she lives with her parents, 
four brothers and one sister in      
Honduras, a country in Central    
America. Her village, El Pinal, is   
surrounded by hills. Maria Ana 
speaks Spanish. 
 

Maria Ana from Honduras is no    
different. Her family’s home was   
destroyed in a recent accident, and 
her family is living in a temporary 
space—a small wooden hut—until 
they can get it fixed. It’s been hard 
living without a permanent place to 
call home. Everyone sleeps on the 
floor, and during the rainy season the 
roof often leaks. Maria Ana is hope-
ful her family will have a new house 
soon. 
 

“I want to keep studying so I can    
help my family succeed,” she says. 
To help make the dream a reality, 
Maria Ana works hard in school—
and CRS provides school lunches to 
ensure she can focus on her studies 
and not on her hunger. Maria Ana 
also works in her community to earn 
money to support her family. At 
home, she helps with chores, like 
washing the school uniforms, helping 
to prepare the family meal, and fetch-
ing and boiling water to make it 
drinkable.
